Organize Your Financial Records.
First designate a place to store all your important documents like a file box
or filing cabinet, then set up a system. You need to have a place to gather
and track all the paper and financial information for the coming year.
Determine categories for your files. Some common ones would be
Deductible Expenses, Banking, Investments and Tax-related items. You
may have a few of your own depending on your circumstances but these
four are a good place to start.

Start Banking Online.
This will save you time and money by making the process of information
gathering more efficient and consistent. Aside from home banking and
online bill payment systems, did you know that you can also track your
investment, insurance and even retirement plans like your 401(k) online
without all the extra paperwork? 

Get Out of Debt.
Make a concerted effort to get out of debt. Start by making a list of all your
outstanding debt – especially revolving or credit card debt. You can use the
debt-planning sections of software like MS Money® to track your interest
rates, balances and monthly payments to determine the best allocation of
funds. This will enable you to get out of debt quicker. If you do not have
software to assist you with your pay down plan, a good rule of thumb would
be to double your monthly payment without additional charges to your credit
cards. This will pay them off in less than three years. Otherwise, doing the
same while paying only the minimum payment amount will take you as much
as 30 years to pay off the same card. But remember, one way to derail your
pay down plans would be to continue using your credit cards. See a Hickam
FCU Member Relations Officer for help with your debt consolidation needs.

Review Your Insurance Coverage.
You may be able to decrease your insurance premiums by increasing the
deductible amounts on your homeowners and auto insurance. On the flip

Live Within Your Means.
One of the most important things you can do is to create a budget. After
determining your monthly income, make a list of what you owe including
your monthly living expenses, monthly loan payments, and credit card debt.
Use this budget to trim expenses and curb unnecessary spending.
